	[bookmark: _GoBack]Learning Project WEEK 9- A Tiny Seed/The Very Quiet Cricket                   8th-12th June

	Age Range: EYFS


	Weekly Maths Tasks (Aim to do 1 per day)
	Weekly Literacy Tasks (Aim to do 1 per day)

	· Watch a Numberblocks clip each day at: BBC or CBeebies.  Discuss the theme of the episode
· Practise counting forwards and backwards from any given number to 20. (Can you count on from 4?)
· Practice some simple addition and subtraction using the Splat square (web address below or make your own number line to 20). 7-2= (Start on number seven and jump back 2).
· Practise counting in 2’s and 10’s.  Using the splat square, can your children find multiples of 2 and 10?
Our main focus this week is Addition:
· Watch this  and recap over addition and adding on from a number. Find small objects around your home (Lego, cars, small bears etc.). Place a small number of objects in a box or bowl. Count how many there are making sure that each one is counted carefully. Place a small number of objects in a second box or bowl. How many are in this group? Starting with the first amount, count on the second amount and add the two amounts together. E.g. – 5 in first bowl, 3 in second bowl. Start on 5 and count on 3 more: 6, 7, 8. So 5 + 3 = 8. Continue this game making sure there are no more than 10 in each of the groups so the total doesn’t go above 20. 
· Watch this video and add together the different objects.   
· Use blocks to build 2 towers. Ask your child to count how many blocks in each tower. Count to check. Combine the 2 towers together and add the 2 amounts starting with the number in the first tower. 
· Have a look at this Add with Dice game (or make your own similar game). Roll 2 dice and add the 2 amounts together. See if you can write addition number sentences. 
· Collect some toy animals and imagine they are going to a party. At the start of the party there are only a small amount of animals there – count how many there are. Later on a group of animal friends arrive at the party. How many arrived? How many are there at the party in total? 
· Create a worksheet by drawing different amounts of objects. Leave a space for your child to write their number sentences. Something like this. 
	· Read a variety of books at home 
· Visit Oxford Owl for free eBooks that link to your child’s book band. You can create a free account. Complete the linked Play activities for each book. 
· Read a decodable comic book here. 
Phonics Phase 4: 
· Adjacent consonants with long vowels. Read, spell, and make as many words as you can with these adjacent consonants, along with phase 3 digraphs: st, nt ((chest, boost, toast, joint, paint, point)
· Play Alien Escape. Rearrange the letters to that they make each of the words. 
· Play sentence substitution: Write sentence: Mark fed the cat.  Give your child a few other alternative words to use (e.g.dog, moon, hid, Gail) and allow them to change the sentence and then check if it makes sense. 
· Phase 4 tricky words to practise reading and writing: come, were, there. Ask your child how to play ‘Look, cover, write, check! Try and use each of these words in a sentence. 
· Play tricky word Hopscotch. Can you throw a pebble/button on a word? Say the word it landed on? If you can, you can hop your way to the top and back, don’t forget to collect your pebble! Try another word. How many can you read. Try using some other words once you know these ones.
· Identify and highlight, digraphs and trigraphs in phrases. For example, write…Bow down to the king and queen. Ask your child to highlight or underline all the diagraphs and trigraphs they can see.
Our main writing and reading activity this week is on ‘ The Very Quiet Cricket’ by Eric Carl: Read or watch 
· After reading or watching the story talk to your child and discuss the three different parts of the story: beginning, middle and end.
· Write about what happened to the cricket and why they think the cricket was so quiet.  
· Watch this clip which shows a story of a plant growing. See if you can write about the things a plant needs in order to grow. 

	Weekly Topics (Aim to do 1 per day)
	Weekly Health and Well-Being tasks (Aim to do 1 per day)

	· You have begun to think about what plants need to grow. Talk about different seeds and bulbs and what they need to grow. Discuss why flowers and plants grow at different times of the year and how the seasons effect the growth of flowers and plants. 
· See if you can find a seed packet. Read the back and think about the information it tells you. Design your own seed packet and on the back see if you can write about when to plant it, the amount of water needed and how much sun it requires to grow. 
· See if you can spot any flowers growing when you are out and about. See if you can draw and paint any of them when you get home. 
· Have a look at the sunflower seed you planted last week. Have you remembered to water it? Has it started to grow? Write down any observations you make. 
· Write letters or tricky words in a sand pit/tray. This can be a fantastic way to practise writing. 
· Go on a mini-beast hunt and see what you can find.

· Use your body to act out what happened with The Very Quiet Cricket. Can you walk around your house really quietly? Can you tiptoe and move as quietly as you can? 
· Make a simple board game and write tricky words and some phase 3 sounds in each square. When you land on the square, you need to say the word or sound to stay on that square.

Discuss the importance of sunglasses, hats, sun cream, drinking plenty of water and staying in the shade if you get too hot.
